TWSStart 2.0

Description

TWSStart is a tool for Interactive Brokers Trader Workstation. It can start and restart (if closed for any reason) the Trader Workstation. Read this document for more.

Installation

TWSStart does not need any installation. Just copy the files TWSStart.EXE, TWSStart.LIC and TWSStart.USR into a folder of your choice. After the first start a new file TWSStart.INI will be created.

If you downloaded the Installer of TWSStart, just run the file. It will create a folder and install the necessary files.

Uninstall

No information is stored in the Windows Registry so just delete the folder.

First Start

If you are running TWSStart for the first time you will see the following picture.
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Go to the Configuration page by clicking the Configuration button. Click on General Settings, Java Settings and TWS Settings to set your configuration. Than go back to the Trader Workstation page and click the Run button. If your set-up is correct this will start the Trader Workstation.

To start the Trader Workstation just click on the Run button. You can also create a link to TWSStart.EXE on your desktop (or wherever you want) and add the parameter /A. This will start the Trader Workstation right after TWSStart is executed.

TWSStart can be minimized to the Task Bar by clicking the button in the Title Bar or automatic (see General Settings).
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Double-click on the TWSStart icon to show TWSStart or use the popup menu (right mouse click).

The icon is green if you are logged in to Trader Workstation or red if not.

The main function of TWSStart is the automatic start and log in to Trader Workstation. Check AutoLogin for automatic log in right after the Trader Workstation is started.

If you have put in your Username and Password to the JTS.INI, for example

[Logon]

Password=demouser

UserName=edemo

The Trader Workstation will read these data at start-up and fill out the fields in the Login dialog window with these data. In this case TWSStart will just click on the OK button of the Login dialog window.

It is recommended to check Use Data from JTS.INI if you putted Username and Password to JTS.INI by yourself else these data could be overwritten.

Putting Username and Password in to JTS.INI is not sure cause there is no decryption. For this reason TWSStart can fill out the fields in the Login dialog window. To do this you have to store Username and Password in TWSStart.

For your safety, the values are stored encrypted in the TWSStart.INI. The encryption key is much larger than 256 bits. I do not want to explain which encryption I am using to protect the users of TWSStart. The key is based on your computer hardware and installed software. So if you change parts of your configuration, TWSStart is maybe unable to decrypt these values.

The values are encrypted twice and there are only encrypted in case there are needed. After that the used memory will be overwritten with nonsense.

The de- and encryption routines are also encrypted with another technology. The key for this encryption changes for every new version of TWSStart. 

Cause of the better protection in TWSStart 2.0 and to protect the users of TWSStart the source code of the program is no longer available to the public (source code of TWSStart 1.0 was available on request).

Send-Log creates a file EventLog.txt with all entries in the Event Log. Than it starts your installed e-mail client ready to sent the log to the author.
